Objectives of additional control measures

1. To ensure face-to-face education is maintained as far as possible across all educational settings and minimise disruption to students’ education

2. To protect the health and wellbeing of children and staff in the context of emphasising the importance of face-to-face education

3. Measures should affect the minimum number of children for the shortest time

Thresholds: Where additional measures based on thresholds are required Dfe/Government guidance in place at the time will be implemented.

Threshold Measure:

- 5 children, pupils, students or staff, who are likely to have mixed closely, test positive for COVID-19 within a 10-day period

- 10% of children, pupils, students or staff who are likely to have mixed closely test positive for COVID-19 within a 10-day period

Closely mixed is taken from the government guidance: Identifying a group that is likely to have mixed closely will be different for each setting. Below are some examples.For
schools, this could include:

● a form group or subject class
● a friendship group mixing at breaktimes
● a sports team

Clarification on the changes to the self-isolation period for individuals who test positive for COVID-19
Since Wednesday 22 December, the 10 day self-isolation period for people who record a positive PCR test result for COVID-19 has been reduced to 7 days in most
circumstances, unless you cannot test for any reason.

Individuals may now take LFD tests on day 6 and day 7 of their self-isolation period. Those who receive two negative test results are no longer required to complete 10 full days
of self-isolation. The first test must be taken no earlier than day 6 of the self-isolation period and tests must be taken 24 hours apart. This also applies to children under 5, with
LFD testing at parental or guardian discretion. If both these test results are negative, and you do not have a high temperature, you may end your self-isolation after the second
negative test result and return to your education or childcare setting from day 7.

Anyone who is unable to take LFD tests will need to complete the full 10 day period of self-isolation.

Further information, including examples of when to end self-isolation if you have had COVID-19 symptoms, is available in the stay at home: guidance for households with
possible or confirmed COVID-19 infection.

As with positive cases in any other
setting, NHS Test and Trace will work with the
positive case and/or their parent to identify
close contacts. Contacts from a school setting
will only be traced by NHS Test and Trace where
the positive case or their parent specifically
identifies the individual as being a close contact.
This is likely to be a small number of individuals
who would be most at risk of contracting
COVID-19 due to the nature of the close
contact.

From 14 December 2021, adults who are fully
vaccinated and all children and young people aged
between 5 and 18 years and 6 months identified as a
contact of someone with COVID-19 are strongly
advised to take a LFD test every day for 7 days and
continue to attend their setting as normal, unless
they have a positive test result.
Daily testing of close contacts applies to all contacts
who are:
• fully vaccinated adults – people who have had 2
doses of an approved vaccine
• all children and young people aged 5 to 18 years
and 6 months, regardless of their vaccination status •
people who are not able to get vaccinated for
medical reasons
• people taking part, or have taken part, in an
approved clinical trial for a COVID-19 vaccine
Children under 5 years are exempt from self-isolation
and do not need to take part in daily testing of close
contacts.

ALL Staff with

When you do not need to self-isolate
If you live with or have been in contact with
someone with COVID-19, you will not need to
self-isolate if any of the following apply:

● you're fully vaccinated – this means 14 days
have passed since your final dose of an
approved COVID-19 vaccine

● you're under 18 years and 6 months old
● you're taking part or have taken part in an

approved COVID-19 vaccine trial
● you're not able to get vaccinated for medical

reasons
Even if you do not have symptoms, you're strongly
advised to:

● do daily rapid lateral flow tests (1 a day for 7
days), if you’re fully vaccinated, to protect
yourself and others from COVID-19 - find out
more about daily testing on GOV.UK

Following expert clinical advice and the successful
rollout of the COVID-19 vaccine programme, people
previously considered to be clinically extremely
vulnerable (CEV) will not be advised to shield again.
Individuals previously identified as CEV are advised
to continue to follow the guidance on how to stay
safe and help prevent the spread of COVID-19.
Individuals should consider advice from their health
professional on whether additional precautions are
right for them.

Parents will be notified and required to collect
the pupil immediately.

Pupils should not come into school if they have
symptoms, have had a positive test result or
other reasons requiring them to stay at home
due to the risk of them passing on COVID-19 (for
example, they are required to quarantine).

To keep everyone safe school leaders have the
right to send children home or refuse entry to
school, if the child is
unwell and displaying symptoms (in line with
public health guidance).

If a pupil is awaiting collection, they should be left
in a room on their own if possible and safe to do
so. A window should be opened for fresh air
ventilation if possible. Appropriate PPE should
also be used if close contact is necessary. Further
information on this can be found in the use
of PPE in education, childcare and children’s social
care settings guidance. Any rooms they use
should be cleaned after they have left.

Pupils with a positive LFD test result should
self-isolate in line with the stay at home guidance
for households with possible or confirmed
coronavirus (COVID-19) infection. They will also
need to get a free PCR test to check if they have
COVID-19. Whilst awaiting the PCR result, the
individual should continue to self-isolate. If the
PCR test is taken within 2 days of the positive

lateral flow test, and is negative, it overrides the
self-test LFD test and the pupil can return to
school, as long as the individual doesn’t have
COVID-19 symptoms.

You can return to your normal routine and stop
self-isolating after 10 full days if your symptoms
have gone, or if the only symptoms you have are
a cough or anosmia, which can last for several
weeks. If you still have a high temperature after
10 days or are otherwise unwell, stay at home
and seek medical advice.
You may be able to end your self-isolation period
before the end of the 10 full days. You can take an
LFD test from 6 days after the day your symptoms
started (or the day your test was taken if you did
not have symptoms), and another LFD test on the
following day. The second LFD test should be
taken at least 24 hours later. If both these test
results are negative, and you do not have a high
temperature, you may end your self-isolation
after the second negative test result.

You should not take an LFD test before the sixth
day of your isolation period, and you should only
end your self-isolation after you have had 2
consecutive negative LFD tests which should be
taken at least 24 hours apart. You should stop
testing after you have had 2 consecutive negative
test results.

Attendance Attendance is mandatory for all pupils of
compulsory school age. This means it’s your legal
duty as a parent to send your child to school
regularly if they are registered at one.

Where a child is required to self-isolate or quarantine
because of COVID-19 in accordance with relevant legislation
or guidance published by PHE or the DHSC they should be
recorded as code X (not attending in circumstances related
to coronavirus).

Where they are unable to attend because they have a
confirmed case of COVID-19 they should be recorded as code
I (illness).

Where parents have made the decision to withdraw their
child this will be recorded as unauthorised absence.

School attendance and closures are decided on a
case-by-case review with the Dfe & PHE.
